steeped high on the ramparts in the
village of Corfe Castle.

The historical role the castle played
can be dated back to William the
Conqueror's day and by the time of
the Civil War was defended by the
Bankes family when it fell to treachery
from within and was subsequently
destroyed by the Parliamentarians.

The castle is now owned by the
National Trust and admission
charges apply.
